How to use this program

There are 9 time slots for sessions during the conference, as indicated on the at-a-glance calendar. Since there are multiple sessions scheduled into each time slot, each session has been identified with a letter and a number. The letter corresponds to the network organizing the session and is paired with a number to create a unique identifier to help you locate the session in the program. As much as we could, we have tried to make session numbers chronological, so that session B1 is the first session in network B. About the University

The University of Costa Rica is located in San Pedro, Montes de Oca, just three kilometers east of downtown San José, Costa Rica’s capital.  It is 20 kilometers east of Costa Rica’s International Airport.

The SASE Conference will be held in the College of Economic Sciences Building, and in the main Auditoriums of the main campus, called Campus Rodrigo Facio.    

The main campus of the University of Costa Rica is named after Rodrigo Facio, one of the former rectors of the University. Over the 1950s and 1960s, he carried out a reform that made the University one of the most prestigious on the continent.  

The University is divided into three large sectors: the first occupies an area of 31.5 hectares (78 acres), with buildings housing different faculties, schools, research centers and administrative offices.    

There are numerous places to have lunch or coffee around the Campus Rodrigo Facio. Local internet cafés provide internet access for about $0.50 an hour.  Inside the College of Economic Sciences Building there will be a dedicated computer lab as well as wireless internet access for participants. 

Sports facilities are located in the second sector of the University, which houses the School of Physical Education and Sports, three multipurpose gymnasiums, two swimming pools, and the Ecological Stadium, as well as outdoor tennis and beach volleyball courts, soccer fields, basketball courts and other outdoor athletics.   

The university’s third sector is the University of Costa Rica Research Complex located northeast of the central campus. The Research Complex houses twelve research departments, two academic units, a day care center for the children of UCR students, and a student residence hall. The Planetarium, donated by the Government of Japan, is the newest building in this area.

Weather: Costa Rica’s climate is spring-like year round, but July is the rainy season, so remember to bring your umbrella! It is usually warm in the morning and cools off toward the end of the day. Remember to bring a sweater or light jacket to evening events. It can get chilly when the sun goes down.

Currency: The unit of currency is the colón ($), which is equal to 100 céntimos 
The current exchange rate is approximately 522 colones to one United States dollar. 

Geography, politics, and population: Costa Rica covers 51,000 km², or (19,652 square miles). It is home to 3,303,809 inhabitants.
 

Costa Rica is divided into seven administrative provinces: San José, which is also its capital city, Alajuela, Cartago, Heredia, Guanacaste, Puntarenas, and Limón. 

Costa Rica shares its northern border with Nicaragua, its southern border with Panama. It is bounded on the east by the Caribbean Sea and on the west by the Pacific Ocean. 

The Caribbean coast is 255 km (140 miles) long, while the Pacific coast is 1,103 km (685 miles) long. Both coasts abound in first class beaches and lush vegetation.

Conference Theme



Economic Flexibility and Social Stability 
in the Age of Globalization
The theme of the SASE 2008 meeting is suggested by Karl Polanyi's The Great Transformation. Polanyi interprets the history of industrial society in the 19th and 20th centuries in terms of a pendulum-like "double movement." One side of that movement is toward free and flexible markets that underpin, and in some sense foster, the material and technological gains associated with the Industrial Revolution. The other side is a reaction to the disruption that these markets impose on people's lives, an attempt to preserve the social relations through which people understand themselves and find meaning in their lives. The current era of globalization mirrors that of the late 19th and early 20th centuries in many ways. Markets are being established, liberalized, and deregulated throughout the world. Goods, finance, and people are moving within and across frontiers at an ever-accelerating pace. And people are bewildered, looking for alternatives to their increasingly chaotic and insecure lives. Furthermore, the reaction emerging today recalls the politics and policies of the Great Depression and the immediate postwar period, when the second half of Polanyi's double movement came into effect. But with one critical difference: While the theories that have guided deregulation and globalization in the closing decades of the 20th century are the direct descendants of the laissez faire ideas that guided globalization a century ago, the philosophies that informed the second half of the double movement -that is, the social legislation that grew out of the Great Depression- have in many ways been discredited. Today's reaction is therefore more instinctive and visceral than deliberate and considered, and the question is whether it will indeed be possible to reconcile these two movements in theory or through practical politics. We will examine the prospects for reconciliation in a series of panels on the contemporary relevance of four major social and economic theorists: Marx, Keynes, Polanyi, and Hirschman.

A fifth panel will specifically explore the possibility that these older social theorists have been rendered obsolete by new technologies, especially information networking, which, if true, would call for new understandings of economic development, north-south relations, and the relationship between the economy and the society. The practical dimension will be explored through papers and panels drawing on grounded research on specific industries and geographic areas and devoted, where possible, to innovative approaches to critical markets (for labor, capital, raw materials, and the like). Special attention will be focused on the reaction against neoliberalism and the Washington Consensus in Latin American countries; to parallels in other countries and regions of the world; to the economic roots of that reaction; and to changes in economic and social policy that have emerged as a result not only in the region but throughout the world. 

To explore the interaction between scholarly theory and political practice, we draw on the Latin American tradition of combining public service with careers as intellectuals and academicians. Oscar Arias, the Nobel Laureate and current President of Costa Rica, is one of the most prominent representatives of this tradition. He will also be the keynote speaker at the meeting. SASE will invite a group of prominent Latin American politicians with similar backgrounds to join him as panelists and discussants in roundtables with each other and with the academic participants.

 Flexibilidad económica y estabilidad social en la era de la Globalización 

El tema de la reunión de SASE 2008 es sugerido por Karl Polanyi en La Gran Transformación.  El autor interpreta la historia de la sociedad industrial entre los siglos XIX y  XX  en términos de un “doble movimiento” tipo pendular.  Una parte del movimiento es hacia mercados libres y flexibles que sostienen y, en algunos aspectos, promueven  los beneficios materiales y tecnológicos de la Revolución Industrial.  La otra parte es una reacción a las rupturas que el mercado genera en la vida de la gente,  un intento de preservar relaciones sociales con base en las cuales  las personas forman su identidad y  dan sentido a sus vidas.
La era actual de globalización  asemeja la de finales del Siglo XIX y principios del XX en muchos aspectos. Se establecen mercados, liberalizados y desreglados por el mundo entero.  Bienes, finanzas  y personas se mueven en el interior  y a través de  fronteras con velocidad  creciente;  y la gente  está desconcertada, buscando alternativas para sus vidas cada vez más caóticas e inseguras.
Además, la reacción que emerge hoy recuerda los procesos políticos y las políticas públicas del período de la Gran Depresión y la posguerra inmediata, cuando entró en efecto la segunda mitad del doble movimiento descrito por Polanyi.  Pero con  una importante diferencia:  las teorías que guían la desregulación  y globalización al cierre del siglo XX y apertura del siglo XXI descienden directamente de las ideas de laissez faire  que guiaron la globalización de hace un siglo;  en cambio,  las filosofías que informaron la segunda mitad del doble movimiento  -la legislación social derivada de la Gran Legislación-  han sido desacreditadas en muchos aspectos. Por tanto,  la reacción de hoy es más instintiva y visceral  que deliberada y considerada; entonces,  surge la duda respecto a si es posible reconciliar los dos movimientos,  ya en teoría, ya mediante políticas prácticas.
En esta conferencia de SASE 2008,  examinaremos tales perspectivas de reconciliación  en una serie de paneles sobre la relevancia actual de cuatro destacados teóricos en socioeconomía:  Karl Marx,  John Maynard Keynes,  Karl Polanyi  y Jürgen Habermas o Max Weber.  Un quinto panel explorará la posibilidad de que esos teóricos se hayan vuelto obsoletos debido a nuevas tecnologías,  en especial las redes de información;  lo cual  requeriría nuevas interpretaciones del desarrollo económico,  de las relaciones sur-norte y las interacciones entre  economía y sociedad.
Las dimensiones prácticas serán exploradas mediante ponencias y paneles sobre  investigaciones empíricas  de  industrias y regiones geográficas específicas; y se espera que  hagan abordajes innovadores  de mercados críticos (de fuerza laboral,   capital,  materias primas y otros). Se dará atención especial a la reacción contra el neoliberalismo y el Consenso de Washington en  países de América Latina;  a casos paralelos en otros países y regiones;  a las raíces económicas de esa reacción;  y a los cambios de política económica y social que han emergido como resultado,  no sólo en esas regiones, sino en el mundo entero.
Para explorar la interacción entre  teoría y práctica política,  nos basaremos en la tradición  de  intelectuales y académicos latinoamericanos que  combinan sus carreras con el servicio público. Y hemos invitado a Óscar Arias Sánchez, Premio Nóbel y actual Presidente de Costa Rica,  como destacado representante de esa tradición,  para dar el discurso inaugural de la conferencia.  SASE igualmente invitará a un grupo de conocidos políticos latinoamericanos con antecedentes similares, para  unirse a él como panelista y expositores en mesas redondas entre ellos y participantes académicos.

Announcing the 21st Annual Conference Theme
Egalitarian Capitalism: Its Past and Future

Is it possible to reconcile capitalism and equality? In the past, some so-called coordinated market economies seemed able to combine great economic efficiency with high levels of social solidarity. Today, however, many of the institutional arrangements characteristic of these political economies are under intense and increasing strain, due to new market pressures, neo-liberal ideology, and economic, social and political uncertainties.  

This year’s conference focuses on the origins, development, and stability of the institutions that in the past have defined and supported more egalitarian models of capitalism. This is by no means the first time the institutions of capitalism have come under strain, so we welcome contributions that situate the analysis of contemporary capitalism within a dynamic temporal perspective, as well as historical analyses that deal with the genesis and development of key political-institutional arrangements over time.  Scholars might also choose to investigate challenges faced by the European models of coordination – such as globalization, the transition to a service economy, immigration, financial integration (and disintegration), and religious or ethnic strife – and to explore how various institutional realms interact as they respond to these contemporary challenges.  

Finally, while the literature on “models” or “varieties” of capitalism is vast, it has yet to explore the dynamics of change in contemporary capitalism. So far, it has focused largely on typologies, identifying distinctive constellations that are in turn linked to different political and policy outcomes. The enormous problems we face in the twenty-first century require scholars to move beyond the traditional comparative-statics “comfort zone” of institutional analysis.  We invite scholars to bring insights from their specific empirical studies to develop new concepts and tools for analyzing institutional change today.  
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
